Assignment:

Describe each of the four types of spectroscopy: Visible, Ultraviolet-Visible (UV-VIS), Atomic Absorption (AAS), and Infrared Absorption (FTIR).  Include what is common to all four types as well as how they differ, i.e. region of EMR used, instrumentation differences, uses of each in chemistry and in other fields, and limitations of each.  Include a picture of each of the four types (you may use the digital camera to take a picture of each of the ones in the classroom) as well as a schematic of each.

You will work in groups of 2 and produce a PowerPoint presentation to share the information you find with the rest of the class via the GSC website.  You will have one week to find the information and produce the PowerPoint presentation.

The presentation should be a minimum of 11 slides long.  There should be a title page with the names of the group members on it.  The second page should have the outline of how the rest of the presentation is ordered.  One page should be for citing your sources of information, images, and/or clip art.
